A non-standard unpolished connector may
damage the internal ceramic sleeves of optical module, flange or optical splitter.

Tighten the M5 screws to the extent that
they make contact with the metal tube
Overtightening may cause the screws to
fracture.

4.6.2 Pendant Mount

IZ, NOTE!

® Pendant mount bracket is NOT intended for outdoor use. If used outdoors in special
circumstances, be sure to apply waterproof treatments. Please note that the user shall assume
full responsibility for any damage caused by improper waterproofing measures.

® The user-customized pole must meet the waterproof requirements and be kept away from
water.

® The tail cable must be waterproofed and must not be exposed to the outside. The area where
the tail cable is located must be waterproofed to avoid soaking the tail cable in water. The
connection between the camera and the pole must be sealed.

3. Screw the bracket adapter into the
connector of the pendent mount
bracket.

4. Tighten the M5 screws on the connector of the
bracket.

5. Lead the tail cable through the
bracket.

6. Align the two screws on the top of the camera
with the notches on the bracket adapter, then
push the camera up, and rotate the camera
clockwise till it contacts the bracket adapter

screw.

Attach the bracket on the
4 expansion bolts, and secure the bracket by




using the flat washers, spring washers and

nuts.

After the cable connection is complete, connect the device to the mains supply to start it up.
